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This photo shows composer Kui Lee as a fireknife dancer in New York.


     Born Kuiokalani Lee in 1932 in Shanghai, China, Lee’s entertainer parents were of Scottish, Hawaiian and Chinese ancestry.  After his mother’s death in 1936, he and his father moved back to Hawai‘i and he went to Kamehameha Schools, where he met Don Ho. Later he went to Roosevelt High School.


    While working as a knife dancer and choreographer in the Hawaiian Room of New York’s Lexington Hotel, he met and married singer-hula dancer Rose Leinan, called Nani.  He and his wife Nani moved back to Hawai‘i.


     In Kaneohe, he worked at Honey’s, owned by Emily Ho, Don Ho’s mother, where Don was then entertaining.. The two men formed a close friendship: eventually Don and his musical group from Honeys began performing at Waikiki’s major hotels and became well known and well loved.  Lee achieved international fame when Don Ho began performing and recording Lee’ s compositions, with Ho promoting Lee as the songwriter for a new generation of Hawaiian music.   Don Ho recorded I’ll Remember You in 1965, one year before Kui’s death from cancer in 1966 at the age of 34.
