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Kipu Kai is a coastal valley on Kaua‘i on the seaward side of the Ha‘upu Range, a few miles from Lihue.  This song was composed for Jack Waterhouse and his Kipu Kai Ranch.  


     The ranch was first owned by Princess Ruth Ke‘elikolani, a member of Hawaiiʻs Kamehameha royal family.  She sold the over 5,000 acre ranch to Lihue‘s governor, William Hyde Rice, in 1872.  Jack Waterhouse, who died in 1984 was the last owner.  In 1977 he deeded the entire ranch to the state, expressing his hope that it would be used as a nature, animal, and wildlife preserve.  He stipulated that the state ownership would not go into effect until his last surviving nieces and nephews died.  His heirs now run the 1,138 acre ranch, which specializes in raising breeding bulls.  


     In the 2011 film “The Descendents,” starring George Clooney, the beach location slated for development was one of the beaches at Kipu Kai Ranch, shown here.
