heart of well known hula master Ma‘iki Aiu. 
     Ma‘iki was young when she graduated as Kumu Hula from famed hula expert Lokalia Montgomery.  She began teaching right away – her halau was called Halau O Ma‘iki.  She soon gained a favorable reputation for herself and her dancers, producing well-disciplined elegant performances at many of the better nightspots in Waikiki.  Kahauanu Lake and his trio were well established and sought after in Waikiki, headlining at the Royal Hawaiian Hotel for many years.   
     The two groups worked together on many occasions and Mr. Lake fell in love with Ma‘iki.  He decided to declare his love by writing this special song for her. Pua Lililehua means red sage brush flower – it’s also the name of the wind and rain in Palolo Valley where Ma‘iki lived as well as the name of a legendary maiden who resided in Palolo valley who was courted by a mo‘o.  When the song was finished, he asked his mentor, Mary Kawena  Puku‘i, to translate it into hawaiian.  When it was complete, he asked Ma‘iki to create a hula for the new song, which she did.  Only after the performance of the number did she find out that it was written for her.
