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Manu O’o

The Manu 'O'o was an active bird that continually moved through the native forest in search of nectar from 'ohi'a trees.  It was also known to eat worms and grubs from bark and moss.  On Kauai, it was last observed nesting in 1973 and a pair was last observed in 1981. The female vanished in 1983 during Hurricane Iwa.  The male was last seen in 1985 and last heard in 1987. In ancient times the yellow feathers of the bird were important in Hawaiian featherwork for capes, helmets and lei.
